
Emergency Water Supply
At least three gallons or 24 bottles of water for each 
person in the household.

Nonperishable Emergency Food
Household has enough nonperishable food to sustain 
everyone in the household for three days.

Prepared Emergency Evacuation Kit

Emergency Meeting Location

Communication Plan
The communication plan must include a contingency for the 
disruption of cell phone service.

Evacuation Vehicle(s)
Vehicle(s) must be reliable and able to carry all household 
members, pets, and supplies up to 50 miles away.

Evacuation Funds
If you had to evacuate your home for a safe place at least 
50 miles away, do you have �nancial resources to meet 
expenses of up to $2,000?
