HOUSING QUALITY

One primary purpose of the American Housing Survey (AHS), sponsored by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development
(HUD), is to track the quality of the housing units that American households call home. Housing quality data from the AHS make it
possible for HUD to assess progress toward the national goal of a decent home and a suitable living environment for every American
family. The AHS collects more than 100 items related to quality.

Of the 128.5 million occupied housing units in the United States in 2021:
